Alternately, girder can be
parallel to trusses if the girder
has the same profile to allow
for continuous sheathing.
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Roof sheathing must be continuou, and
securely nailed to mono truss as well
as wall girder truss.

Install additional backing if required to
ensure solid connection between girder
and monos.
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This detail can be used for Flat or Sloped wall girders
sitting outside of the wall. Girder top chord is braced
by the roof sheathing, which must be continuous.

Girder can 1-5 plies.
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/ Point loads from window cripples / hips girders from upper roof / beams

Not all hangers are shown (for clarity of drawing)
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or any other source **MUST** be support by porperly rated hangers.
DONOT attempt to support point loads with standard joist hangers!!!

Install floor joist hangers directly to wall girder bottom chord, no ledgers.
Install blocking between joist if called for. (see floor layout)

Install hanger directly to girder
bottom chord.

Install additional backing for hanger nailing. (2x_ blocks between webs of girder)

Install squash block 2x4 or 2x6
in hanger, or run cripple studs
thourgh floor to bottom of girder.
